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The Mill is a working museum and as such shows Georgian and Victorian
engineering excellence at work using one of natures most powerful forces — water.

In 1999 the Mill won the prestigious Presidents Award from the Association for Industrial Archaecology. Six floors of
exhibits and milling machinery describe the process of turning wheat into flour, and this organic wholemeal flour is
available for sale in the gift shop and the Farm Shop.

The tea rooms, which are also available for private functions, serve a variety of snacks and meals and has a fully
licensed bar serving a variety of beers, cider, wines and spirits.

Tours of the Mill can be taken to see the wheat being milled and afterwards you can relax,
looking out over the lake while you take a bite to eat.
